Overview of the US PPP Market

Large number of states have already updated their
legislation in order to organize PPP projects.

Due to local political debate, environmental constraints and
tolling resistance of the population, few States ready to
realize PPP projects right now (Texas, Virginia, Florida,
Georgia, Carolinas, Colorado).

Within 2 or 3 years, more and more states should envisage
realization of PPP projects.

Because of lack of investments in the past years and lack
of revenues in the coming years, PPP scheme seems to be
an appropriate solution.
